“(1A) For the purpose of the inaugural and first sitting of the House of

Assembly of a State, the quorum shall be at least two-thirds of all the
members—elect of the House of Assembly of the State”.

4. Section 311 of the Principal Act is altered by — Alteration of

(a) substituting for subsections (2)-(5), new subsections “(2)-(5)"— section 311

“(2) The Standing Orders of the Senate in existence before its
dissolution under section 64 of this Constitution shall apply in relation to
the proceedings of the first session of the Senate convened by the
President under section 64 of this Constitution.

(3) The Standing Orders of the House of Representatives in existence
before its dissolution under section 64 of this Constitution shall apply in
relation to the proceedings of the first session of the House of
Representatives convened by the President under section 64 of this
Constitution.

(4) The Standing Orders of the State House of Assembly in existence
before its dissolution under section 105 of the Constitution shall apply in
relation to the proceedings of the first session of the State House of
Assembly convened by the Governor under section 105 of this
Constitution.
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(5) The Standing Orders of a legislative house before its dissolution
under section 64 or 105 of this Constitution may be modified within such
areasonable time after the inauguration and first session of the legislative
house to bring them in conformity with the proceedings of the newly
inaugurated legislative house” ; and
